How about 
setting a challenge between departments or 
classes to see who can raise the most

Quiz Night Organise a pub quiz, charging teams 
to enter and offer a prize to the winning team - then 
donate all the money raised to SAS

Email everyone that you know to tell them 
about your fundraiser and let them know 
what they can do to help!  And don’t forget to 
use your email signature to show your 
support for SAS

Recycle your old mobile phones and printer 
cartridges.  Get a Reclaim It recycling box set up at 
work or school and Reclaim It will donate up to £5 
for each printer cartridge and up to £24 for each 
mobile phone collected OR we can supply you with 
a quantity of Freepost envelopes for the safe return 
of your empty inkjet cartridges and old mobile 
phones.
